In Red Wing and Faribault, Hiawatha-
land Transit has established routes 
that service the majority of the city lim-
its.  Riders may get on the route at 
their own discretion.  Please see insert 
for route stop locations and times.  In 
Red Wing and Faribault a Dial-A-Ride 
bus is also available.  Please call dis-
patch toll free (866) 623-7505.   
(Eligibility restrictions do apply-please 

call dispatch with questions) 
 

In order to stay on time and pick up as 

many passengers as possible, the bus 

cannot wait additional time for passen-

gers. Please be ready and waiting 15 

minutes before your scheduled pick up 

time.  Please allow up to 15 minutes af-

ter your scheduled pick up time before 

calling dispatch.  In rural towns and on 

Dial-A-Ride, the bus will wait up to 3 

minutes.  Along the routes in Red Wing 

and Faribault, the bus will wait for 30 

seconds at each route stop.

Tokens or punch passes are encour-
aged.  Drivers DO NOT make change. 
 

Passengers are required to pay  their 
fare BEFORE their ride and will be 
charged for any no-call no-shows. 
 

Buses DO NOT enter trailer/mobile 
parks, apartment complexes, or other 
multi-use/multi-family dwellings.   
 

No food, beverages or smoking  on 
the bus. 
 

Due to space and safety concerns 
there is a 2 BAG LIMIT on all buses. 

 

24 hour advance notice is            

encouraged for any ride 

needing the use of  the lift as 

space is limited.
